A Pet Potty area
will be available beside the parking lot.

6. Water will be available for pets near
the graveyard and at the house.

7. Animals will be required to be with their
owners at all times.

8. There will be a roped off area.
Participants will gather at the entrance to
this area. When the judges indicate they are
ready, the MC will announce the
participants as they proceed around the
ring. The judges will call out numbers that
they wish to see for the final decisions.
Prizes will be awarded as the
announcements are made.
